5. GOES 2024

Recruitment

Despite active recruitment, only two students joined the program this year. Hurdles to participation

were identified as a) high overall cost; b) uncertainty about cost of flight; ¢) new job hunting period

with extended online interview/training processes in the summer for M1 students. Problem a) is

tightly connected with the exchange rate for the yen; in terms of costs at CELT, students already

receive a 20% discount on course fees. The custom study tour also bears a cost, although a minimum

number of students is needed. The necessity of the custom study tour may be reviewed for 2025.

Problem b) has been resolved by making a group booking in advance, with the price locked in

(minimum 10 students). Problem c) requires further consideration.

Pre—deoarture preparation

Prior to dispatching students to Australia, they participated in 15 Junbikai. this one-hour weekly

workshop focused on learning daily language and important cultural information through guided

conversation. The dialogues used in these workshops were based on real-life experiences faced by

previous program participants. Additionally, since the program this year coincided with the 50" sister-
city anniversary between Kagoshima City and Perth City, students were given special preparation to
participate in the anniversary celebrations held at Perth City Hall during their stay. Students were also
supported in completing a study abroad plan, including personal goals for language acquisition,

professional development, and global awareness.

Orientation
This year’s students traveled unaccompanied, however they were encouraged to follow a similar
itinerary to last years’ orientation program in order to get used to riding the bus and train and

familiarize themselves with the city early on.



Study Abroad Schedule

The study abroad schedule is shown on the next page. Since the minimum number of participants

was not reached, CELT did not provide extra programming. However, students were able to meet with
an ICRAR researcher who had previously visited Kagoshima to learn about research culture abroad.
2024 was also the 50™ anniversary of the Kagoshima-Perth sister city relationship, and the students
were invited to join a ceremony at Perth City Hall with dignitaries from Kagoshima. There they met
Perth-based Japanese business people and were able to arrange a company visit through this
connection. These experiences early in the stay gave the students confidence to pursue their own
learning actively.

After returning, students shared their experiences with faculty and other students. Participation in the
program resulted in the following opportunities for the two students: 1) Recommendation for a
prestigious student award for Engineering students; 2) Selection to act as a representative for their lab at
an international conference in Nagasaki. Furthermore, student participation in the sister city ceremonies
contributed to an audience with the Mayor of Perth for Graduate School representative faculty during

his visit to Kagoshima, resulting in an agreement to deepen ties through support for the GOES program.

TOEIC

Both participating students took the TOEIC Speaking test prior to departure and once again upon
return. The student with a low initial score improved their score, however the student with a high
initial score dropped on the second test. However, as their actual speaking was observed to have
improved, this is regarded as an anomaly.

Participants in this years’ program gave the following feedback in response to the exit survey:
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6. GOES Home 2024

In May 2024 we learned that 12 Masters’ students from Florida Agricultural & Mechanical University
(FAMU) would be visiting Kagoshima from Oct. 9 - 12 with two faculty, with the aim of visiting
Koshikijima (in 2023 one faculty from FAMU visited Koshikijima with the support of our office.)
Unfortunately the Architecture Department was unable to host the visit in 2024 due to conflicting
schedules, therefore our office took the opportunity to base GOES Home 2024 around this visit.

In order to recruit participants, the course was held jointly with Kagoshima de SDGs, allowing
undergraduate students to join as well. This helped to create a truly interdisciplinary program. Details
can be found in the documentation below.

1. A program was created and distributed both to KU faculty and FAMU faculty

2. Prior to the start of the program, everyone was given a notebook for recording field notes, which
included group member lists, program aims, and maps. The FAMU students in particular found
the notebooks to be very helpful, and all students made good use of them.

3. Course evaluation had to align with the goals of both courses, and a plan was made, with the
main difference being that Graduate students would also be evaluated on their use of English,
whereas use of English was not a requirement for Kagoshima de SDGs. Students were given the
evaluation plan in advance, and it was explained in orientation. Although it was clearly
communicated that undergraduate students would not be evaluated on English use, they not

only spoke with the FAMU students extensively, but also wrote extensive notes in English as well.

In 2025 we introduced a new intensive English summer course to pair with the continuation of GOES
Home. Students receive one credit for this 5 week online training course. Prior to the start of the course,
faculty tested the e-learning platform and considered that it was not especially motivating, and that there
would be a high risk of students trying to complete all the e-learning training in the last few days of the
course. Therefore an online ‘chorei’ was added to ensure that students would keep up motivation over
the five weeks of the course.

The first week of chorei was lead by faculty, who demonstrated ‘ice breaker’ games. Students were

given online resources to English language ice breaker games and were required to lead an icebreaker
game two times over the following 4 weeks. On days where faculty was unable to join, the students
continued the games enthusiastically, and feedback on this part of the course was very positive. All but
two students were able to complete the e-learning lessons at a steady pace, and the two who built up

‘lesson debt’ were still able to complete all the required training by the end of the course.
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Although faculty had found the e-learning to be less than exciting, students reported enjoying it, with
the level of difficulty and effort required matching their abilities well. The end report from the e-learning
provider (Edulinx) was very helpful in contributing to student assessment.

TOEIC

This year’s TOEIC IP results were inconclusive. One student missed the intake test, two students with
good English levels had lower scores on the exit TOEIC IP than they did on the intake test. One student
missed the exit TOEIC IP and submitted a regular TOEIC score later. With both this group and the
GOES participants, students commented that the second test was harder than the first. TOEIC IP is
regularly administered at the beginning of term and at the end of term, however our students take the
test at the end of spring term and at the beginning of fall term. It is unknown whether this would have

any relation to the perceived difficulty and anomalous scores.

8. 2025 Program Development & Recruitment

GOES /B9MAE

In November 2024 the Lord Mayor of Perth visited Kagoshima to celebrate the 50 anniversary of the

Sister City relationship. At that time representatives from the Graduate School of Science and

Engineering met with the Perth Dignitaries and to appeal for cooperation between the city, our
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university, and local institutions in Perth. We continue to follow up on points covered in this meeting.
On the next page is the document shared in the meeting.

In order to raise awareness about the GOES program, eight information sessions were held between
December and March. This year, rather than focus only on the GOES program, all Global Education
courses were explained. First, it is thought that this could attract a wider range of students, and second,
students would be better prepared to select courses at the end of March. Half of the information sessions
were held online, and half were held face to face. Attendance was evenly distributed. Posters advertising
the information sessions (following the Perth/Kagoshima sister city meeting document) were posted in
each Program building, a sandwich board was erected in the main lunch space next to the student affairs
office.

Flyers (found after the information session poster) were handed out in the face to face sessions, and
were included in the orientation package for new Graduate students.

As of the end of March, six students who had attended information sessions indicated their interest
in the GOES program by signing up for the Teams Group that allowed our office to contact students

directly with updated information about the programs.

As of this writing, there are no known plans for a visit from an overseas partner university. However,
there has been some discussion with the Kimotuki-Cho Board of Education regarding holding the Glocal

Camp in Kimotsuki-cho this year.

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In 2024 we renewed the GOES Home program, and began to offer an online English training course,
Brush-Up English. These additions have made our offerings more robust, giving students more options

to improve their abilities as global citizens. However, this year has not been without challenges.

The costs for travel abroad have remained high, and the weakened yen has added to the expense of
study abroad. Additionally, the period for employee recruitment has changed, and 1% year Masters’

students are spending the summer of their first year job hunting and participating in protracted interview

processes (Japanese -f > — > =W 2F) which strongly impacts how they use their time.

Not only does the new recruitment period interfere with the opportunity for students to study abroad,
it detracts from their research, as it positions the thesis as a hoop to be jumped through in order to start

work, as opposed to a path for intellectual growth.

In terms of how this affects our programs, in 2024 many potential M1 participants for the Brush
Up/GOES Home programs withdrew or did not join, stating that their summer internship (in actuality
an extended interview/onboarding process that would be better positioned when students begin
working) would prevent them from completing the courses. These M1 students, the main target for
GOES study abroad, said they would go in the summer of their second year after completing their job

hunt, seeming to not understand that this is a core period for preparing their Masters’ thesis.

To mitigate the problem of study abroad costs, for 2025 we have secured a reasonable group fare for
up to 15 students in advance, so we are no longer racing the clock between recruitment and flight
booking. This will make the costs clear from the start and will hopefully better allow students and their
guardians to plan financially.

As to the problem of summer internship during M1, this affects the whole graduate school, so any

adaptation of the study abroad program needs to be considered in tandem with other adaptations.
With these challenges ahead, it is a great relief to now be part of the DX Connect Center, and I very
much look forward to increased cooperation and information sharing through this new administrative

structure.
